Mandatory Language for Surface Water Treatment Technique Violation
SURFACE WATER TREATMENT TECHNIQUE: NON-ACUTE

The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) sets minimum water quality standards for
public drinking water.

The Roy C. Hester Treatment plant, PWS ID TX1140001, failed to meet the minimum treatment
technique requirements for the month of October 2021. Specifically, our water system had combined
filter effluent turbidity readings above 1.0 NTU on October 22, 2021.

The City of Big Spring has taken the following corrective actions to prevent a recurrence of the
violations: Repair Alum injection line and plan to install the second injection to feed the system in
emergency events.
